(1) The SID can not be repeated within one year period.  This number must be referenced on both the packing slip and the Bill of Lading as the Shipment Identification Number.

(2) Purpose 

9 = Original  

5 = Replace (Must send a "1" prior to replace document)  

1 = Cancel (Must be an exact duplicate of original document, which is being cancelled)

(3) Invoicee - MANDATORY 

Party to whom an invoice is issued.

Planning schedule/material release issuer
(4) Ordered by – CONDITIONAL

Must only be transmitted if used in the DELFOR or DELJIT

(5) Ship from – CONDITIONAL

Used only if different than the SU (Supplier)

(6) Supplier Code – MANDATORY

Party which manufactures or otherwise has possession of goods and consigns or makes them available in trade.

(7) Plant/Dock - MANDATORY

AAM Receiving location or Dock Code

(8) Container Part Number – MANDATORY

Contact AAM for container packaging codes, Identification of the container used for the shipment of the items/parts.

(9) Master Label LPN - MANDATORY 

Used for containers, pallets, skids, etc. holding more than one container or carton of the same part number.  Each individual container or cartons is labeled with the container label (12)

License Plate Number (LPN)

· Supplier generated

· “UN” + Supplier Ship From DUNS number (9 chars) + 9 character Serial Number that is unique within last 365 days

· Required on every shipping label

Note:  A Mixed Load (used to transport units containing multiple containers with different part numbers) is normally NOT accepted by AAM.

(10) Pull Signal (kanban number) - CONDITIONAL

· A pull card number that represents a “standard pack” quantity of a Part Number ordered for a specific location or job

· A collection of such cards represents a pull loop

· Multiple round trips, used each time the card is reordered

· Return Pull Signal from DELJIT if sent

(11) Order ID (Level Number) - MANDATORY 

· Unique AAM assigned ID representing a specific Pull order (or release)

· One round trip, never reused

· Return from DELJIT

NOTE: Order-ID and Pull Signal are left blank on the Master Label when multiple pull signals are shipped on the pallet.
(12) Container Label LPN - MANDATORY  

Used to identify a single pack containing the same part number (smallest carton, box, tote, bin, basket, etc. in which parts are shipped to AAM).  It is the most commonly used shipping parts label.

LPN = UN + 9 Character Supplier DUNS # + 9 Digit unique identifier 

(13) Release Number

Number assigned to a release

(14) Lot# (Batch Number) 

Unique number affixed by manufacturer to a batch of products produced under similar conditions. 

ASN data must match 100% the label data for all containers in the shipment.

ADOPTING THE NEW PROCESS:

After Supplier is certified for both EDI and Label AAM will provide Supplier a Go Live Date.

Do not switch to new process before your Go Live Date.
